Statistics issued on October 30 by

the Center for Disease Control
and Prevention show that the
number of people with diabetes in
the United States nearly doubled
between the years 1998 and 2008. 

Furthermore, in just the last six
years Americans with diabetes ± now
numbering almost 24 million ±

nearly doubled their spending on
drugs for the disease, paying $12.5
billion. 

That makes what happened on
September 16, 2008, on the campus
of the University of Iowa in Iowa
City, doubly important to everyone
suffering from diabetes. That's when
the official announcement was made
to the world of the partnership
between the Fraternal Order of
Eagles and the University of Iowa to

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TRULY A MORNING like this is a morning filled with many
emotions. In some ways, it's like the birth of a child.
You wait and wait, and when you hear that first cry,
you say: ªWhat do we do now?º

Today the answer to that question is simple: We give
life to the premiere diabetes research center in the
world, and name it The Fraternal Order of Eagles
Diabetes Research Center.

Good things by themselves do
not come easy. Good things, with
proper planning, with motivation
and execution, become great
things, and we are beginning a
great thing today. For the Eagles,
the theme of this largest single
undertaking the FOE has ever
entered into, is ªFulfilling a shared
vision.º That theme reflects a
shared vision by the University of
Iowa and the Eagles that this is
something we can do and must do,
simply because it's the right thing
to do.

It also speaks to a vision of
commitment shared by the million-
plus members of the Eagles
because on an historic day in
Louisville, Kentucky, at about
11:45 on the morning of August
12, over 750 delegates representing our million-plus
members at our Grand Convention voted unanimously
to commit that $25 million so we could be here today.

So, where's that $25 million going to come from? It's
going to come from all the Eagles like the ones here
today. It's going to come from State, Provincial and
local Aeries and Auxiliaries whose primary purpose is
to help others.

It will come in large part from a lot
of people giving a little. In our plan
we will also be seeking out the few
who can give a lot. But mostly it's
going to come from our hearts, from
our sharing of a common vision, the
vision that we will fulfill. 

ALMOST 20 YEARSago, there was a
wonderful movie made just up the
road from here called ªField of
Dreams.º It was about what can
happen when you believe enough to
let your dreams find life. As I was
standing out there before the program
started this morning, I saw a field of
dreams. It calls us to build it, and
they will come. It represents the
dream of a whole host of people who
just want a better life, a happier life, a
diabetes-free life. 

This field of dreams is significant not so much for the
building that will be built on it. It comes to life because
of the work that will be done in it. The game played on
this field will be a game of life, and tens of millions of
men and women, young and old ± they'll be the
winners. We have come, because we are the Fraternal
Order of Eagles, and like you we are People Helping
People; and like you, we believe in miracles and that
dreams can come true.

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passion. Always follow your passion. 

I cannot emphasize enough the importance of  building
personal relationships. Once you have established a
personal relationship with people, it's much easier to use
your influence to have them listen to and follow you.

The New Aerie Department and the leaders of the
Fraternal Order of Eagles can put new ideas and creative
programs in place, and help lay out a blueprint; but in
the end you have to make that commitment and use your
influence to have people listen to and follow you. 

It's that simple. You cannot improvise influence; it has
to be developed.

LL ast year, I talked to some new Aerie organizers who
were stuck and unable to get past a certain point.

That can happen. Getting troubled Aeries back in line
and organizing new ones is not easy. Call the New Aerie
Department. Call me. Call Eagle leaders in your state and
province in whom you have confidence. One that springs
immediately to mind is John Gingras in Florida. John is
always ready and willing to help new organizers. He
knows the process and the route to success. Don't ever
hesitate to ask for assistance. Take action and make
things happen. There is never a substitute for action!

The Fraternal Order of Eagles Diabetes Research
Center, with its ultimate goal to find a cure for d iabetes,
is a great talking point when selling the Eagles in a new
community. This is going to be huge for our
organization, and any community would be happy to be a
part of this historic effort. 

There is no greater contribution, no greater gift you

can give to our great fraternity, than to organize a new
Aerie and become a member of the Legion of Honor. It's
the highest award that can be bestowed on an Eagle. We
have lots of monetary incentives for organizers, but the
Legion of Honor award is the pinnacle of achievement in
our Order. Ask anyone who has received one. Become a
Legion of Honor member this year.

This is all about commitment made with conviction,
and using your influence to convince people to become
community builders with us. Remember: Eagles value
people, and add value to peoples' lives.

WHAT DOES IT TAKE TO ORGANIZE ANEW AERIE/AUXILIARY?
The organizer must be an Eagle in good standing and know something about the Fraternal Order of

Eagles: What we have done in our communities, states/provinces and internationally.

HOW DO I GO ABOUT ORGANIZING A NEW AERIE/AUXILIARY?
The first step is to survey the proposed site. Upon approval by the Grand Aerie, commissions will be

issued. An organizational packet will be sent to the organizer, along with a set of instructions.

HOW MANY CHARTER APPLICANTS MUST BE REPORTED BEFORE A NEWAERIE/AUXILIARY CAN BE INSTITUTED?
A minimum of 50 charter applicants must be secured before the Aerie can be instituted. You should

sign well over the required minimum, not only to start the Aerie off with a large membership but to
increase your income. Keep in mind, the 50 charter applicants cannot be dual members.

WHY SHOULD I ORGANIZE A NEW AERIE/AUXILIARY?
You will be playing an important part in the growth of Eagledom, and you will be awarded the high-

est honor that can come to any Eagle leader. You will also receive a Charter Deputy Organizer©s Pin,
$1,000 in expense money, and $10 for every charter member you bring into the New Aerie, which will
be refunded after the New Aerie is instituted; a Legion of Honor Award and much more.

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Last September 18, the Eagle Village Board reduced membership requirements for residency from 15 to 10
continuous years for Aerie and Auxiliary members.

In addition, applicants for residency on the current waiting list will receive letters inquiring as to  their interest in
obtaining a unit. If the applicant is offered a unit and refuses, they will be dropped from the waiting list and their $50
deposit returned. If they reapply for a unit, the non-refundable deposit will be $100. All new applicants for admission
will be charged a $100 non-refundable (other than the death of the applicant) deposit fee. If an applicant twice turns
down a unit, their application fee will be forfeite d. None of the application fee will be applied toward any future rent
± it is strictly an application fee. These changes will become effective January 1, 2009.

In an effort to enhance donor support, the Board will also revive the ªCottage Namingº fundraising campaign, with
letters going out to all local or state Aeries/Auxiliaries with an EV cottage bearing their name. Such named cottages
indicate that either during the 1961 or 1989 campaigns, donations were received for purchase of the refrigerators and
electric range in the unit, and in some instances to help with improvements such as the installation of central air and
heat, replacement of windows, kitchen and bath fixtures. It is hoped that Aeries and Auxiliaries with a cottage
displaying their name will consider an annual contribution as a renewal of their involvement in our retirement village.

With a current waiting list of over 50 applicants w ho have refused unit offers at least once, a member who is ready
and makes application can be assured of almost immediate occupancy.

Charles and Ada Edmondson, Aerie 321, Dayton, Ohio, applied in May, 2007, and in just one year became Eagle
Villagers. ªWe enjoy our life here very much,º say the couple. ªIt's great being close to everything you need. The
cottages are just what we wanted for easy, carefree retirement living.º
