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August 12, 2008 will go down as one of the most
momentous days in the 110-year history of the

Fraternal Order of Eagles. On that day at our
international convention in Louisville, delegates gave
their approval -- by thunderous acclamation -- to a
proposal to establish The Eagles Diabetes Research
Center at the University of Iowa.

The plan calls for the FOE to raise $5 million annually
over the next five years to fund the project. The
University of Iowa will match the $25 million
contribution of the Fraternal Order of Eagles.

The Eagles Diabetes Research Center will be housed in
the Institute for Biomedical Discovery being construction
on the UI campus in Iowa City. It will be a cutting  edge
medical facility dedicated to a single mission: ending the
epidemic of diabetes.

The project was presented to the
convention by Dennis Gilhousen,
member of Norton, Kansas Aerie
3288, and Dr. John Stokes, Professor
of Medicine at the UI School of
Medicine, and a 20-year member of
Iowa City Aerie 695.

ªThe challenge is to be the heroes
we are,º said Gilhousen. ªThe
opportunity is to make a huge
difference ± to change the world.º

Since 1987, 24 million persons
have been diagnosed with diabetes.
Because of the disease, last year
alone 46,000 persons started dialysis,
24,000 went blind, 71,000 lost a
limb, and 585,000 were hospitalized. 

Dr. Stokes himself joined the
Eagles, he said, because ªI
recognized the extraordinary
commitment the Eagles have to cure
diseases and end suffering.º

The Eagles Diabetes Research
Center will occupy an entire floor of
the Institute for Biomedical
Discovery. There will be 120,000-
square-feet of lab space.

ªWe'll be an integral part of something new and
innovative, and can change the world,º said Dennis
Gilhousen. ªEverything that comes out of that facility
will have the Eagles' name on it. We will have the
satisfaction of knowing we did something heroic.º

Several Grand Aerie leaders have already personally
pledged to contribute $1,000 a year to the project, and
Mr. Gilhousen himself did the same in his address to the
convention. He pointed out that if every member of the
Eagles would just contribute $5 a year to the project, the
goal would be handily met.

Furthermore, he pointed out, ªOur $5 million a year is
insignificant compared to the $174 billion being spent on
diabetes treatment now.º

The presentation included a slide
show that featured testimonials 
from, among others, University of
Iowa President Sally Mason lauding
the historic partnership of UI and the
FOE; but the most affecting moment
came when Dennis Gilhousen asked
delegates who themselves suffer from
diabetes to stand, and then for
delegates who are related to diabetic
to rise. Almost everyone in the great
hall stood in a stunning testament to
the epidemic proportions of diabetes,
and the personal stake the Fraternal
Order of Eagles has in eliminating
the disease.

I ncoming Grand Worthy President
Jim Roberts formally made the

motion to approve the project,
calling it ªan opportunity to put the
Eagles on the map.º Then delegates
took what delegate Charles Straub of
New York called ªa step into historyº
by loudly and unanimously voting to
launch the Eagles Diabetes Research
Center at the University of Iowa.

Before the second session of the
110th Grand Aerie Convention was
gaveled to a close, delegates
contributed almost $12,437 for the
Eagles Diabetes Research Center.

Many of our Grand Aerie
officials have pledged to contribute up to $1,000 annually, and
immediately after the project was approved, delegates contributed over

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AMENDMENTS TO THE CONSTITUTION AND STATUTES, FRATERNAL ORDER OF EAGLES

Effective at the 2008 Grand Aerie International Convention, Louisville Kentucky
To the officers and members of each Local Aerie, Provincial Aerie, State Aerie and the Grand Aerie:

Re: PROMULGATION OF AMENDMENTS TO THE ªCONSTITUTION AND STATUTES OF THE FRATERNAL ORDER OF EAGLES FOR THE 2007 EDITION:º 
This official Publication is issued under the provisions of Article V, Section 7, Constitution; and Section 5.1 Statutes, Fraternal Order of Eagles, to promulgate the
Amendments to the Constitution and Statutes, as adopted by the Grand Aerie convention at Louisville,Kentucky, August 11 ± 14, 2008, and which become law

under Article IX, Section 1. Special attention is called here to the following Amendments and additions made to the Constitution and Statutes.

Article VIII, Section 3 When a Local Aerie or Auxiliary is suspended or dissolved by surrender or forfeiture of its charter, such charter, books, papers, jewels,
emblems, regalia and other effects necessary to conduct the ceremony of the Ritual shall become the property of the Grand Aerie. Other property, real and personal
shall vest in the Grand Aerie, to be by it applied towards the payment of debts of the Local Aerie or Auxiliary , and the balance, if any, shall be held in trust by the
Grand Aerie for a period of ten (10) years from the date of dissolution of the Local Aerie or Auxiliary , to be delivered to the first new Local Aerie or Auxiliary which
may be chartered in the same county or equivalent jurisdiction where the dissolved Aerie or Auxiliary was located.
