In the Auxiliary, the Conciliation Committee is available to resolve disputes between Auxiliary members. However,

The Trial Committee sets a date

The 
date of trial cannot be less than 7 
calendar days or greater than 30 

A $25 filing fee is required from Accuser; paid at filing 
to the local Aerie Secretary who deposits the fee into 

the General Fund. 

Worthy President appoints a 
mediator and a prosecutor, and 

gives each of them a copy of the 
Complaint.
